In order to help students to gain practical experience in the international public sector, nurture researchers
and practitioners in international public policy with a strong sense of the field, and to support students
conducting research based on overseas fieldwork, OSIPP is offering subsidies for students' overseas
activities. The support for this year covers activities conducted between April 1, 2025, and March 1, 2026.

1. Eligibility Requirements

1) A regular program student enrolled in OSIPP (Master/Doctor course students)
*Research students and students on leave cannot apply.

2) A student who has obtained approval from their academic advisor to participate in an overseas
internship/research.

3) A student who has already secured a host organization for an overseas internship or a location for research
(those who have already completed activities are also eligible), or a student who has planned such an
internship or research with a high likelihood of realization, for the academic year of 2025.

4) A student must be able to provide proof of completion and a completion report (about 3000 words) within two
weeks of the completion date. Additionally, a student must report on the implementation at the completion
report open meeting scheduled within the academic year. Details will be provided to the successful
applicants.

- Application Deadline: Friday, July 4, 2025, 13:00 (Strict deadline)
- Required Documents: (1) Application form for Overseas Internship/Research Support
(2) English Resume or Personal History Form
(3) For internship: For those with a confirmed placement: Acceptance letter or an equivalent email,
employment certificate, etc. For those with an unconfirmed placement: Emails demonstrating
contact with the desired institution, progress updates, etc. For research/surveys: detailed
research plan, emails showing communication with the host institution, etc.
(4) Estimate for airfare to the desired country (such as a screen copy from the airline's website)
- Submission: OSIPP Support Office by email (sodan@osipp.osaka-u.ac.jp)
NOTE: Incomplete submissions will NOT be accepted.
- Interview: Interviews will be conducted in July. Details will be provided individually.

4. Announcement of Successful Applicants
Those who pass the document screening will be assigned an interview. After the interview, all applicants will be
notified of the results by email.

5. Important Notes

+ Even if you are accepted, if the internship/research destination is not confirmed by the end of November 2025, you must

withdraw.

+ The support payment will be transferred to your bank account in Japan after the completion of the internship/research.

+ This support is a subsidy for only part of the travel (actual costs) and accommodation (actual costs) expenses.

« Participants must have travel insurance that covers the period of internship/research period. The minimum requirement is
unlimited coverage for medical and rescue expenses. The university's recommended plan is advised. Fees for crisis
management insurance and crisis management support services will be deducted from the scholarship.

- Please choose a country or region where the Ministry of Foreign Affairs "Overseas Safety Information" does not issue a Level
2 or higher advisory.
